Today’s Liturgy of the Word begins with triumph as Jesus rides into Jerusalem, 

accepted by the Jews as their true king.  However, it ends in tragedy as the very 

people who welcomed him turned on and denounced him.  Even his closest 

friends abandoned him.  Peter denied knowing him. 

 

Hailed one minute.  Condemned and crucified the next.  If it happened to me, I’d be very confused and angry.  

I’d probably feel hatred towards the people who did this to me.  But how does Jesus respond?  With love and 

forgiveness. 

 

He heals the ear of the High Priest’s servant.  He speaks the truth to Pilate.  He empathises with the women of 

Jerusalem.  He forgives those who condemn him.  He shows compassion towards the repentant criminal being 

crucified.  How do I face my Calvarys? 

 

At the most difficult times in our lives, when we feel victimised and find it hard to love, we need Jesus to show 

us the way.  We can open ourselves to God’s healing love by looking to heaven and using Christ’s own words, 

“Father, into your hands I commit my spirit.”  When we surrender our pain to God, the only response left is 

love.
